The theatre will announce when act two is starting.

You should return to your seat.

you might have to show the usher your ticket again.

The lights will go dark again.

Act two will begin.

Sit quietly and watch the performance again.
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At the end of the performance the audience will clap and cheer.

You can clap and cheer.

The curtains will close and the lights will come up.

You can leave your seat and go to the exit.

It is time to go home.
